Material for e-course: How to Design 25 Professional PowerPoint Slides


Steps to create Cluster Diagram
1. Create a new slide with ‘Title only’ layout
2. Enter the title text
3. Go to Insert -> SmartArt -> Cycle -> Basic Radial graphic
4. Label the shapes by clicking on the shapes or by populating the bullet points in the text pane
5. Click on the last bullet and press ‘Enter’ to add another shape. Label that shape too
6. Select the graphic. Go to the ‘Design’ tab and select ‘Change colors’ option. Choose Accent 2 option
7. Select all the shapes and increase the weight of the outline. 
8. You can increase the weight of the connecting lines too. This automatically changes the color of the connecting lines to black. So, you may have to select them again and change the outline color to red
9. Choose the circle in the middle (that represents the Hub/Core) and go to the ‘Format’ tab to change ‘Shape fill’ color. You can adjust the hue of the shape fill color by clicking on ‘More fill colors’ -> Custom. Choose a shade from the hue slider. 
10. Go to the ‘Shapes’ group and select ‘Larger’ to increase the size of the circle. This completes the diagram
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
